Formalities

1.1
Chairman and secretary of the conference
Mats Hellström was elected chairman and Roger Börjesson as the secretary for the meeting. 

1.2
Confirmation of the agenda


The agenda was confirmed.

2.
Report from the members of the Board
Mats Hellström and Margareta Hammerman gave a briefing of an increasing number of members of the BNAL. Number of members of the BNAL have increased; 6 projects and 6 proposals are reported. In Russia there are 14 new members, 12 are in St. Petersburg. So the information campaign has thus been successful done by Mats Hellström and Margareta Hammerman earlier this year.

Margareta H also reported from proposals from a teaching project in Vilnius/Lithuania.

Anita reported from Axxell and about ideas to increase collaboration in tourism projects. Discussion with Margareta about a meeting in Finland.  

Members promised to work for increasing number of members to the BNAL.

Mats Hellström reported from having contacts with Greifswald in Germany.

Margareta H mentioned “Interfolk” in Denmark as an organisation of interest for collaboration in Denmark.

Roger  Börjeson reported from “Setomaa” , that initial funding is guaranteed by 

Estonian State to the Folk High School idea on both sides of the border”.

Also that it is difficult to attract Danish Folk High Schools. Roger B will work further with contacts through the Regional North Sea projects, in order to see if we can establish contacts.

Sirli L also gave a short briefing of how to widen the network  in Estonia.

Snorre K gave a briefing of the situation in Latvia, and also reported that he had

lately been most in Norway.

Agneszka D of the situation in Poland and that her organisation is working mostly with teen agers but also can work on a wider range of the concept of “learning” and learning methods.

Tommy H reported of the intended project of “International Project Manager”; initial contacts have been taken with the “Adult Pedagogic Dep.” At the University of Linköping. He also reported that discussions with the department will continue.

Also contacts with Linköping has been taken by Roger – the earlier reported project idea:  “Tutorial education in Adult learning” proposed to interfoil in the “International Project Manager” – also other  contacts with some other Universities Pedagogic departments have been taken. Tommy and Roger will cooperate in this matter. 

Roger also reported from partners in Russia and Ukraine who more requires “programmes” with more distinct schedules and a clear goal than the title “project” which is more unclear. There is a need to inform more about “methodology” or “how to work” in a project perhaps by displaying “good examples”.

3.
Report ongoing projects
Margareta Hammerman reported on ongoing projects like the Democracy project, Language project and the Senior project. Also that Ädelfors Folk High School is interested in establishing contacts with similar education in Russia (St. Petersburg).

Holland Folk High School in Jämtland is interested in establishing contacts in Art Education in the Baltic. (Roger mentioned that Setomaa could be a good contact as they are establishing a local Art Centre there).

Södertörn Folk High School is also establishing contacts in the Baltic. 

Väddö Folk High School has project “Fishing in the Baltic” – a suggested contact will be with Central Baltic in Uppsala.

Margareta H also encouraged members to look at the website of the BNAL for both new information about partners and to be engaged in contacts (partner seeking).

In this paragraph also was informed briefly about member status and economy. Asset from membership fees will be transferred to cashier; Tommy Hindrikes. At present the total amount of membership fees are about 6000 SEK.
